-C 4 The meeting was held a t  t h e  home of Florence Seger a t  9?D0 p.m. 

Those p resen t  were Florence Seger ,  Chairman, RoseMarie Dennehy, 
Libby Ogdan, Carol ine S t o v a l l ,  Grace Wolff and Mitz i  Manny. 

The minutes of  t h e  previous meeting were read and approved. 
khe sum of  

Treasurer RoseMarie Dennehy repor ted  t h a t  t h e r e  i s  now $437.45 
i n  t h e  c lub  t r e a s u r y ,  a l l  b i l l s  having been paid.  

Florence Seger announced t h a t  t h e r e  i s  t o  be a jamboree a t  t h e  
Blue Moon (near  Xenia),which i s  being sponsored by t h e  Miami 
Valley Dance Counci1,on 9 and 10 November. Inasmuch a s  t h e  MVFD I 

a r e  members of  t h e  M.V. Dance Council (by reason o f  being a c i t y -  
sponsored group) ,  we a r e  expected t o  p a r t i c i p a t e .  The dancing 
a t  t h i s  jamboree w i l l  be almost e n t i r e l y  square dancing, however, 
ou r  group has been requested t o  p resen t  two 20-minute d x w ~ n  f o l k  dancing 
demonstrations during t h e  breaks mw a t  t h e  Saturday n i g h t  sess ion .  
The p r i c e  of  admission t o  t h i s  sess ion  i s  $1.50 p e r  person. 
Af ter  some discuss ion  o f  t h e  f e e l i n g  o f  t h e  group which has a l r eady  
been expressed, Carol ine  S t o v a l l  moved t h a t  t h e  c l u b  pay t h e  
expenses of  those members who w i l l  p a r t i c i p a t e  i n  t h e  demonstration. 
Libby Ogdan seconded t h i s  motion and it was passed unanimously. 
Grace Wolff, a s  we l l  a s  t h e  Council ,  f e l t  t h a t  t h e  p r i c e  o f  admission 
i s  q u i t e  s t e e p  f o r  our  members, cons ider ing  t h a t  most o f  them do 
no t  squase dance, and she was going t o  see what could be done toward 
having t h i s  f e e  reduced. 

It was a l s o  announced t h a t  V i t s  Belaaaius w i l l  be v i s i t i n g  Dayton 
i n  October. It was decided t o  i n v i t e  him t o  do some teaching  on 
t h e  3rd o r  4 th  Thursday n i g h t  i n  October (depending on h i s  d a t e s  
f o r  being i n  Dayton), and t h a t  t h e  sum o f  $30.00 would be pa id  
him f o r  h i s  se rv ices .  The motion was made by Carol ine S t o v a l l ,  
seconded by Libby Ogdan and passed unanimously. 

Grace announced t h a t  Jane Farwell  w i l l  probably be coming t o  t h e  
U,S, i n  t h e  sp r ing  and wanted t o  know whether she should w r i t e  t o  
her  about conducting a sp r ing  workshop. The counci l  decided t o  
take  a xmknxxauxr p o l l  among t h e  members on Thursday, October 3 ,  
t o  s e e  what t h e  r e a c t i o n  i s  t o  having her .  

Committee heads were named f o r  handling t h e  d e t a i l s  o f  t h e  coming 
Jerry n o r i s  Lindsay weekend on 2 and 3 November. Libby Ogdan 
w i l l  head up t h e  d inner  on Saturday n i g h t ,  Carol ine S t o v a l l  w i l l  

\ handle t h e  snacks,  RoseMarie t h e  r e g i s t r a t i o  & a t  t h e  door,  and 
Mitzi  Manny t h e  Decorations,  which inc ludes  i n v i t a t i o n  covers ,  
s y l l a b i s  covers ,  wa l l  and t a b l e  decora t ions .  Since J. J, ~ i ~ d ~ ~ ~  
p r e f e r s  t o  be considered an " i n t e r n a t i o n a l "  t eacher ,  a genera l  
mid-~uropean theme was chosen. The d inner  w i l l  be b u i l t  around 
~ u n g a r i a n  chicken papr ikas ,  and M r s .  Radvanski w i l l  be approached 
about cooking t h e  chicken f o r  t h e  group.
